(b) guided discussion, and (c) follow-up articles with questions (33%-33%-33%). The score for
continuous assessment will count as 50% of each student’s final grade. The remaining 50% will be
determined by the final test score. The final test will consist of essay questions relating to course
readings (especially the books).
