Each blog
entry should be no less than 500 words long and should incorporate (some of the) material and
perspectives covered in class. The maximum score for a blog entry will be 15 points. 10 more
points will be awarded for active participation. This will add up to a total of 100 points. The
grading scale will be as follows: A [100-93], B [92-86], C [85-78], D [77-72], E [71-65], FX
[64-0].

*During the first session students will divide up the topics. The instructors will ensure that topics
are divided up equally among the students.
