The course concludes with an oral exam where a special emphasis is placed on fluency, range of
ACADEMIC vocabulary, precise use of English idioms and collocations in academic context, and
the presentation and communication skills of the students. The exam consists of two parts:
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1. After a short period of preparation (1-2 minutes) the student is required to speak about one of the
discussed course TOPICS for approximately 10 minutes. The topics are randomly selected.

2. The students are required to lead an academic discussion with the examiner about a selected topic
and must be able to answer questions, explain, quote, give examples and present other speaking
skills for approximately 10 minutes.

The objective of the
course is to prepare students for a successful BA and MA thesis defence. The course is designed
to help students practise delivering prepared formal speeches to an audience; practise conversing
formally and spontaneously in a group setting using academic English; learn how to converse across
cultures both practically and philosophically; and review and learn grammar, pronunciation, and
vocabulary relevant to needs of an academic English speaker.

Course Description:

The course builds upon the students’ prior knowledge of British history and literature and tries
not only to revise this knowledge but also to put it into a broader cultural context. Proceeding
chronologically from the period of English Renaissance, we shall focus on how the political and
social situation of the time has been reflected in (not only) visual art and in cultural production
of the time, taking British literature as a starting point. The students shall therefore be asked to
revise selected chapters of British history and literature for each seminar. This revision will be
followed by reading materials that deal specifically with mostly visual art and culture of the time.
This theoretical knowledge will then be applied to specific examples art and culture that may serve
as a source of information not only about the artistic values of the society of the time but also about
its norms, values and institutions.
