Each student is required to prepare 2/25-30 minute presentations on selected work of fiction. One
presentation should be selected from the list of literary works and the 2nd presentation should be
student’s own choice (only contemporary American literature).

The presentation should include the following:

1. Placing the work and the author within literary context (10 points)

2. Very brief account of the plot (20 points)

3. Perception of the literary criticism (including reviews, newspaper sources, academic databases)
(30 points)

4. Major themes and their discussion, characterization, the use of the language (30 points)

5. Conclusion, comments, discussion (10 points)

Assessment and evaluation:
