The final result will be calculated as the sum of active class participation (having read the required
texts each week and contributing to the discussion during the seminar), seminar papers and credit
test, in the following ratio: 15% active participation, 50% seminar papers and 35% credit test.

This course is designed to help students explore British popular fiction, i.e. the texts that are not
studied in traditional literature history classes, as they stand outside the canon. It is the aim of
this course to teach students to critically examine and analyse the significance and cultural impact
of texts they would normally consider leisure reading.

The course concludes with an oral exam where a special emphasis is placed on fluency, range of
ACADEMIC vocabulary, precise use of English idioms and collocations in academic context, and
the presentation and communication skills of the students. The exam consists of two parts:
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1. After a short period of preparation (1-2 minutes) the student is required to speak about one of the
discussed course TOPICS for approximately 10 minutes. The topics are randomly selected.

2. The students are required to lead an academic discussion with the examiner about a selected topic
and must be able to answer questions, explain, quote, give examples and present other speaking
skills for approximately 10 minutes.

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To develop and improve English vocabulary in the classroom with intermediate to upper-
intermediate/advanced level students and to increase their language competences with a special
focus on some aspects of vocabulary learning. The course aims to help to learn new words and
word combinations, functioning as meaningful units with a fixed or semi-fixed form (collocations,
phrasal verbs, idioms), and to show that the words can play different roles in a text, and can express
a variety of meanings. Contextually based learning is of great importance, and various sources are
suggested.

Course Description:

The course builds upon the students’ prior knowledge of British history and literature and tries
not only to revise this knowledge but also to put it into a broader cultural context. Proceeding
chronologically from the period of English Renaissance, we shall focus on how the political and
social situation of the time has been reflected in (not only) visual art and in cultural production
of the time, taking British literature as a starting point. The students shall therefore be asked to
revise selected chapters of British history and literature for each seminar. This revision will be
followed by reading materials that deal specifically with mostly visual art and culture of the time.
This theoretical knowledge will then be applied to specific examples art and culture that may serve
as a source of information not only about the artistic values of the society of the time but also about
its norms, values and institutions.

Learning Outcomes:

By the end of this course, student will be able to:

Identify some of the most significant works of British art

*Understand the connections between historical background and cultural development of the
respective periods

Identify main ideas and arguments in the texts assigned for home preparation and be able to prepare
short written summaries
