Vysledky vzdelavania:
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The course builds upon the students’ prior knowledge of British history and literature and tries
not only to revise this knowledge but also to put it into a broader cultural context. Proceeding
chronologically from the period of English Renaissance, we shall focus on how the political and
social situation of the time has been reflected in (not only) visual art and in cultural production of
the time, taking British literature as a starting point. The students shall therefore be asked to revise
selected chapters of British history and literature for each topic. This revision will be followed by
reading materials that deal specifically with mostly visual art and culture of the time. This theoretical
knowledge will then be applied to specific examples art and culture that may serve as a source of
information not only about the artistic values of the society of the time but also about its norms,
values and institutions.

Detailed Description of Classes:

As part time students, you only have a very small number of contact classes compared to your full
time students. That means that vast majority of your studies should be done on individual basis
between sessions. To help you study continuously, develop the same skills as full time students and
to reduce the heavy workload assigned for individual sessions, this course will combine contact
hours with online classes. I therefore ask you to take the online part of the course seriously, as it
is designed to help you study more efficiently.

The following section of this syllabus contains the list of our in class sessions as well as online
“sessions”. In practice, this means that almost every week (exact dates and topics are all listed in
the syllabus) you will be asked to read one or two texts, or possibly watch a film, revise certain
topics from literature and history and then fill in an online quiz and submit your answers. I will
then grade your quizzes and enter the points into AIS (Continuous assessment).

The questions will be closed as well as open and should be used as a study guide for you when
reading the texts and revising the information from previous courses that is closely connected to
the topic of visual art and culture. Naturally, these will be open book quizzes and you are free to
use the texts and your notes. There will be no one to check that you are not cooperating with your
colleagues, of course. That is why I trust your personal integrity and understanding that filling in

Active and continuous participation is required. Students should read the assigned readings and
come to classes prepared. Students are allowed to miss no more than two sessions. If you have
missed more than two classes, you will not be allowed to continue the course and take the exam.
There will be one test during the semester. Each student will need to get score of no less than 65
points in order to be allowed to take the oral exam.

The instructor will also be taking attendance every session. Any students deemed unprepared will
be marked as absent.

Vysledky vzdelavania:

The course is intended as an introductory course for American Studies undergraduate students to
provide an introduction to some of the central themes that have organized American culture from
its very discovery. We will meet some of the key figures in American history, and look at how they
think about their nation in a variety of different modes, from fiction, to sermons, to poetry, and film.
These writers and thinkers, from a number of different racial, ethnic, class, and gender positions,
will tell us stories about the key moments in American history, its triumphs and its shames, and
the continuities between its past, present, and future. The focus will be on reading a large number
of short pieces and selections from longer works rather than complete books in order to generate
a wide-ranging knowledge of American culture.

The main objective of this course is to gain familiarity with some of the recurrent aspects and terms
in American culture and how they change over time, and possess an introductory sense of some of
the vital critical works of American studies and how they relate to their own historical contexts.
