Students are expected to attend all classes and to view all required films and scenes, to be punctual
and attentive, and to participate vigorously but politely in discussions of films and readings.

1. Active participation, completed homework assignments: (30% of final grade) Students are
required to do their best with respect to active participation in seminar sessions. Students are
expected to bring their own ANNOTATED copies of the required materials, complete the assigned
tasks and exercises and participate in class discussions. Students are required to work with Moodle
and download the required materials from there. Every student is responsible for their access of
the system and should be able to log into Moodle no later than by WEEK 3. Students may at any
point during the semester ask about their current score in active participation and may ask for extra
assigments if unable to speak in the class.

2. Presentation: (50% of final grade) Students will be asked to give a group presentation which
will aim to compare and contrast a chosen text by a American author and its movie adaptation. All
the requirements for the presentation will be specified during the introductory class and a sample
presentation will be given as well. Students must NOT read their presentations, but must be ready
to speak in their own words. Each member of the group will receive the same number of points, so
students are advised to cooperate closely. Students are to prepare discussion points for their fellow
colleagues.

4. A quick terminology test (20% of final grade) will be taken via Moodle and will check students'
ability to understand literary and film terms. These terms are essential for our in-class discussions
and presentations.

The course combines information on history and institutions to provide a complex insight into what
constitutes American nation. From the historical perspective the course considers the economic,
social and political history of the USA from the earliest period. It provides an explanation of what
happened and why. It captures the events, personalities that shaped the nation. It examines how
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historians have interpreted the past and provides a conceptual framework through which the past
can be illuminated.

From the perspective of Institutions, the course introduces basic terminology and theory that helps to
understand contemporary American society. The target theory is a theory of identity with reference
to various aspects such as religion, family, race, and class. Via the interpretation of primary sources
the main objective of this part is to develop and/or improve essential analytical skills in dealing with
contemporary cultural problems with the focus on social institutions as the main agent of social
changes.

Continuous Assessment:

1. Attendance

All classes throughout the summer semester will be held online, through MS Teams, according to
the schedule. Seminar attendance is compulsory. The maximum number of absences is 2. In case
that a student misses more than 2 seminar sessions, they will be awarded an FX-fail for the course,
irrespective of their exam/presentation/paper results. Failing to attend the WEEK 1 introductory
session is ALSO COUNTED AS AN ABSENCE. Not logging into an online class is COUNTED
AS AN ABSENCE. Students must be on time for class.

2. Active participation, completed homework assignments (15 points)

Students are required to do their best with respect to active participation in seminar sessions.
Students are expected to bring their own ANNOTATED copies of the required materials, complete
the assigned tasks and exercises (available on UPJS OneDrive/MS Teams and during the lessons)
and participate in class discussions. Active participation will amount to 15% of the final mark.

3. Bi-weekly Assignments (40 points)

After each topic, students are required to submit a short paper of 250-500 words. Each student
will hand in a total of 4 such papers. Paper topics and deadlines will be announced during the
seminars. Papers must conform to the guidelines of academic writing and must NOT be plagiarised.
Plagiarised papers will be awarded 0 points. Students will not be given the option of rewriting
plagiarised seminar papers. The assignments will amount to 40% of the final mark.

4. Credit Test (45 points)

Students will sit an online credit test in WEEK 13. The credit test will be held via the Moodle e-
learning platform. Detailed instructions on how to log into Moodle will be provided during the
introductory seminar.

This course is designed to help students explore British popular fiction, i.e. the texts that are not
studied in traditional literature history classes, as they stand outside the canon. It is the aim of
this course to teach students to critically examine and analyse the significance and cultural impact
of texts they would normally consider leisure reading.

The course consists of an introduction and 4 two-week blocks dedicated to different genres of
popular fiction. Each block is divided into two parts. During the first week, students read theoretical
texts, study the characteristics and history of the respective genre and acquire a critical outlook on
the genre. During the second week, students read specific works of the genre and attempt to apply
the acquired theoretical concepts in class discussions, as well as in written home assignments.

Continuous Assessment:

Attendance - students are expected to attend each class according to the schedule. Students who
are late will be marked as absent. Voluntary discussion contributions will be highly appreciated.
Unannounced quizzes may occasionally be given to check your class prep. Any student deemed
unprepared will be asked to leave the class and will be marked as absent. Please bear in mind that
the classes will be enhanced by intelligent participation in class discussions and hurt by visible lack
of preparation for the class, and that all this applies to online classes too. No retakes are possible.

Continuous Assessment:

Students are allowed to miss no more than 2 seminars for whatever reason, in order to be able
to complete the course. Should anyone come unprepared, he or she will be asked to leave and
considered absent from the seminar. There are no re-takes for presentations. Please keep this in
mind and make sure you are always present in class when your presentation is due.

* Active Participation in Class - 10+ points (1 for each class = a chance to earn some additional
points) = 10%

At the beginning of each seminar, students will be asked to provide a brief revision of the given
historical period and of the English/British literature of the time. All you have to do is go through
your notes from British History 1 and British Literature 1 and 2 and provide a concise overview,
focusing on what you consider important.
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Another way of earning points for active participation is by contributing your knowledge and
opinions to the discussion and interacting with your colleagues. These opinions should be based
on your home preparation and reading.

Do not expect to earn points for active presentation if all you do is say a word or two occasionally
or when asked. You are expected to interact with your colleagues, answer their questions as well as
those asked by the teacher and ask relevant questions yourself.

» Reading presentation and leading discussion - 10 points = 10% (reading comprehension,
summarizing and paraphrasing, manner of delivery, language, questions and discussion - each worth
2 points)

This presentation will focus on the reading assigned for home preparation to all the students. One
person will, however, summarise the arguments of the article, chapter etc., present the main points,
terminology, compare if there is anything to compare. Another part of this presentation will be
leading the class debate, which means preparing some questions for your colleagues to discuss.
This means avoiding simple yes/no questions or asking about trivia. Please remember that this
is not a ‘presentation’ that requires you to stand in front of the classroom and run a power point
presentation. You are expected to explain the text, to check your colleagues’ understanding by
asking them relevant questions and to engage them in a discussion.

All the reading materials will be provided by the lecturer (Dr. Sabovikova).

» Final Presentation - 30 points (see the document entitled "Final presentation and evaluation" for
detailed instructions) = 30%

Each student will choose their own topic from the very broad area of British art and culture — a
painting, statue, installation, building, monument, street art, photography etc. Please, make sure you
choose something you like, find interesting and would like your colleagues to know about. Do not
choose the works discussed in our seminars! You will be asked to apply the historical background
and the theoretical information you have studied during the semester to the analysis of your chosen
work of art and present it to your colleagues in a 10 minute presentation. All the topics must be
approved by the teacher and submitted no later than during our seminar in week 7.

A specific set of rules to follow and a list of criteria for presentation evaluation is available on MS
Teams (or SharePoint) for you to be able to prepare a successful presentation and to evaluate your
colleagues. If you have any questions, do not hesitate to ask them in class or during my office hours.
FINAL ASSESSMENT:

To qualify for the final exam all students must receive minimum 65% of continuous assessment
from each of the two parts separately.

There will be a final written exam taken during the examination period consisting of two tests, one
covering UK Art and Culture part ( 50 % of the final grade) and the other one covering American
Art and Culture part ( 50 % of the final grade). In order to be awarded final credits, each student
must receive 65% minimum from the two tests combined.

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Aims and objectives:

The aim of this course is to develop and improve essential analytical skills in dealing with American
culture and art, and to acquire knowledge of historical development of the Fine Arts in USA. The
course is designed to provide students with information about the most vital eras important in the
overall development of a distinctive American tradition in Arts, and to enhance students’ very
own interpretation of individual works of art. The course embraces eras and periods starting from
Colonial America until late 20th century, focusing on both - mainstream and ethnic traditions, and
all means of artistic production (visual art as well as audiovisual art of the 20th century). The main
objective of the course is to present information about the development of art in coherence with
wider social, cultural but also political contexts that substantially contribute to the expression of
American art.

UK ART AND CULTURE

Course Description:

The course builds upon the students’ prior knowledge of British history and literature and tries
not only to revise this knowledge but also to put it into a broader cultural context. Proceeding
chronologically from the period of English Renaissance, we shall focus on how the political and
social situation of the time has been reflected in (not only) visual art and in cultural production
of the time, taking British literature as a starting point. The students shall therefore be asked to
revise selected chapters of British history and literature for each seminar. This revision will be
followed by reading materials that deal specifically with mostly visual art and culture of the time.
This theoretical knowledge will then be applied to specific examples art and culture that may serve
as a source of information not only about the artistic values of the society of the time but also about
its norms, values and institutions.

Learning Outcomes:

By the end of this course, student will be able to:

* Identify some of the most significant works of British art

» Understand the connections between historical background and cultural development of the
respective periods

* Identify main ideas and arguments in the texts assigned for home preparation

* Apply this theoretical knowledge to the analysis of works of art and culture and make their own
analysis of a selected work of art based on the theories studied throughout the semester

UK ART AND CULTURE

WEEK 1: Course Introduction

Content: defining culture and art, the concept of national culture, British culture and stereotypes,
cultural literacy
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We will discuss our understanding of the terms ‘art’ and ‘culture’ and try to come up with our own
definitions. Then we will think about the term ‘national’ culture and British culture in particular
and see how we each understand these notions and what concepts and stereotypes we associate
with being British. Our next task will be to try to clarify the term ‘art’ and how we understand it
in relation to culture. Throughout this course, we will also be working on improving certain skills
that may be useful in broader context. This lesson will focus on summarising texts and presenting
these summaries to others, which will later be applied in individual presentations.

In this class, we will compare the understanding of arts and the role of artists in ancient, medieval
and Renaissance society and discuss how and why Renaissance came to be a defining turning point
for European culture and how our awareness of this period has been shaped by its presentation in
the media.

Using our knowledge of neo-classical literature as a starting point,
we will analyse several paintings of the so called English School to see how similar principles were
applied in visual arts. Since this period also marked the birth of journalism and regular newspapers,
we will compare some of those with our current notions of what a newspaper is.

Students are expected to prepare reports for each class by reading and processing the study materials
and the required literature.

Formal requirements for the home assignments:

Minimum 2 but maximum 3 pages in Microsoft Word editor: letter type Times New Roman; letter
size 12, spacing 1.5, 34 lines with 2865 characters per page with spaces. The report’s header must
contain the student’s name and surname, study group, number of the given week according to the
syllabus of the course and the title of the topic for the week. The reports must be submitted in
Printable Document Format (PDF).

Content requirements for the assignment:

Students must present the content of the reading assignment synthesized in a clear and structured
way: highlighting key information and data as well as presenting logical connections between them.
The submitted report must represent the student’s thorough understanding of the content and the
problem area discussed in the reading assignment.

WARNING: Reports must be original work of the author! Any violation of copyright or breach
of anti-plagiarism rules and regulations of the university will inevitably lead to disciplinary
procedures! Repeated and systematic plagiarism will lead to the loss of credits assigned for
completion the course!

Deadline and the format of the report:

No other formats are accepted! No late submissions will be accepted unless separately negotiated
with the supervisor of the course!

ATTENDANCE AND ACTIVE PARTICIPATION constitute 20% (maximum 20 points) of the
final mark:

All students must attend all classes regardless they are organized face-to-face or online. Students
must join the class sessions on time. Should anyone miss the first ten minutes of a class, will be
marked as absent from the class. Points for active participation will be assigned only when the
student actively contributes to the learning process during the sessions by joining discussions!
Volunteer work in extracurricular activities that are organized by the Department of the British
and American Studies which clearly contribute to the students' professional development such
as: lectures and workshops, career week activities, organization of open-door days, language
competitions, conferences, Olympiads, and other similar activities are fully supported! Should these
activities be organized during the regular session times, volunteers will be assigned the points for
active participation as if they had participated in the regular class session.

ABSENCE DUE TO ILLNESS

The evaluation of this course consists of three parts: active participation (20 points), an annotated
bibliography (40 points) and an autoethnographic project (40 points).

1. Active participation, completed homework assignments: (20 points)

Students are required to do their best with respect to active participation in seminar sessions.
Students are expected to bring their own ANNOTATED copies of the required materials, complete
the assigned tasks and exercises (available on UPJS OneDrive/MS Teams and during the lessons)
and participate in class discussions.

2. Annotated bibligraphy:

(annotated bibliography: 20 points, first draft: 20 points, final draft: 40 points)

Students will be asked to submit an annotated bibliography, overviewing the critical literature on a
specific aspect of fandom or fan fiction. The bibliography will comprise of a minimum of 6 sources
(books or academic journal articles) and a minimum of 750 words. The annotated bibliography is
due on November 20, 2020. Students must NOT PLAGIARISE their bibliographies. No extent of
plagiarism (even 1 sentence) is acceptable. Plagiarised papers will be awarded 0 points. Students
will not be given the option of rewriting plagiarised papers.

3. Autoethnography

Students will be asked to write an autoethnographic essay (a minimum of 1000 words) discussing
their personal experience as a fan. Within the essay, students will attempt to place their personal
experience into the context of the academic debate on fandom (fan studies). The essays are due
on December 18, 2020. Details on the content and form of the essay will be provided during the
course. Students must NOT PLAGIARISE their papers. Plagiarised papers will be awarded 0 points.
Students will not be given the option of rewriting plagiarised papers.

In case
that a student misses more than 2 seminar sessions, they will be awarded an FX-fail for the course,
irrespective of their exam/presentation/paper results. Failing to attend the WEEK 1 introductory
session is ALSO COUNTED AS AN ABSENCE. Not logging into an online class is COUNTED
AS AN ABSENCE. Students must be on time for class.

2. Active participation, completed homework assignments (10 points)

Students are required to do their best with respect to active participation in seminar sessions.
Students are expected to bring their own ANNOTATED copies of the required materials, complete
the assigned tasks and exercises (available on UPJS OneDrive/MS Teams and during the lessons)
and participate in class discussions. Active participation will amount to 10% of the final mark.

3. Group activities (10 points)

After each unit, there will be one seminar session dedicated to group activities. During these
sessions, students will engage in class discussions and complete various exercises designed to help
them revise the studied material and to practice applying the studied theoretical concepts in analyses
of various texts from children’s literature. Group activities will take place in WEEKS 5, 7 and 11.
Participation in group activities is COMPULSORY. Participation in group activities will amount
to 10% of the final mark.

4. Reading journal (20 points)

Students are required to write one two-sided reading journal entry. The required length of the
reading journal is 400-600 words. The journal should relate to one of the texts discussed during
the seminars. The reading journal will amount to 20% of the final mark. Detailed instruction for
writing the reading journal will be provided during the introductory session.

5. Credit Test (60 points)

Students will sit an online credit test in WEEK 12. The credit test will be held via the Moodle e-
learning platform. Detailed instructions on how to log into Moodle will be provided during the
introductory seminar. The test will amount to 60% of the final mark. There are NO RETAKES. If
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you are unable to attend the online credit test for valid reasons (e.g. medical emergency), contact
the teacher as soon as possible, or in advance if possible.

To pass the course, the SUM of all points (active participation + group activities + reading journal
+ credit test) must be no less than 65 points.

SPEECH DELIVERY constitutes 70% of the final mark. During the course, students are required
to prepare speeches of different genre and actively participate in debates and discussions on topics
listed in the syllabus.

0/1/2 points for the range and quality of academic vocabulary;

Students are expected to prepare speeches for each class by reading and processing the study
materials and the required literature.

Formal requirements for the home assignments:

Minimum 650 but maximum 1300 words typed in Microsoft Word editor: letter type Times New
Roman; letter size 12, spacing 1.5, 34 lines with 2865 characters per page with spaces. The header
must contain the student’s name and surname, study group, number of the given week according
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to the syllabus of the course and the title of the topic for the week. The reports must be submitted
in Printable Document Format (PDF).

Content requirements for the assignment:

Students must present the content of the reading assignment synthesized in a clear and structured
way: highlighting key information and data as well as presenting logical connections between them.
The submitted speech must represent the student’s thorough understanding of the content and the
problem area discussed in the reading assignment.

WARNING: Speeches must be original work of the author! Any violation of copyright or breach
of anti-plagiarism rules and regulations of the university will inevitably lead to disciplinary
procedures! Repeated and systematic plagiarism will lead to the loss of credits assigned for
completion the course!

The speeches must be mailed in PDF
format. No other formats are accepted! No late submissions will be accepted unless separately
negotiated with the supervisor of the course!

ATTENDANCE AND ACTIVE PARTICIPATION constitute 10% (maximum 10 points) of the
final mark:

All students must attend all classes regardless they are organized face-to-face or online. Students
must join the class sessions on time. Should anyone miss the first ten minutes of a class, will
be marked as absent from the class.

Due to the precautions resulting from the Covid-19 pandemic, the majority of classes will be carried
out online via MS Teams (individual classes).

Specific date and time will be announced via
Noticeboard week ahead (changes may apply according to the pandemic situation).

1. Attendance - students are expected to attend each class according to the schedule, also in the
online environment. No transfers among the groups are allowed. Students are allowed to miss two
classes at the most. Should they miss three or more classes, they will not receive credits for the
course no matter what their overall results are on tests. Students must be on time for class or they
will be marked as absent, also in the online environment.

2. Active participation, completed homework assignments - students are required to do their best
with respect to active participation in seminar sessions.

Due to the precautions taken as a result of the Covid-19 pandemic, the course will run primarily
online via MS Teams platform, with the first two weeks allowed for contact sessions where we
will discuss-explain-agree on everything that needs clarification. Online classes will take place
according to the schedule and our plan; the only difference will be the online environment.
Assessment and evaluation:

To complete the course, students need to complete both parts of the assessment - continuous and
final. Continuous assessment requires students' active participation in each lesson (participation in
discussions based on reading required texts and watching required films). Each student will also
be asked to prepare short written assignments on a weekly basis to be able to contribute to the
discussion about individual films. If a student fails to provide these assignments, he/she will not
receive 30% of the final evaluation. To complete the course, students must also successfully pass
the essay-question test at the end of the course. The test comprises 70% of the final grade.

It is also expected that students attend each class according to the schedule - both contact and online
classes. No transfers among the groups are allowed. Should someone miss three or more classes,
he/she will not receive credits for the course no matter what their overall results are, also in the
online environment.

Final assessment:

The final grade will be calculated as a sum of the score for assignment(s) - assignments (30%),
test (70%).

Attendance:

Students are expected to attend each class according to the schedule, which applies to both contact
and online classes. No transfers among the groups are allowed. Should students miss three or more
classes, they will not receive credits for the course no matter what their overall results are.

Course content:

The course presents an overview of American cinema, focusing primarily on Hollywood production
(both classic and contemporary). Covered topics include Hollywood style, film techniques, studio
and star system, and the analysis of their relationship to society.

Aims and objectives:

The main objective of this course is to provide students with a set of information that will help them
develop and/or improve essential analytical skills in interpreting contemporary American cinema.
The course will enable students to acquire knowledge of major developments in American cinema,
from silent films to the present day cinema, and explore their connections with broader socio-
historical context. It also attempts to increase students® appreciation of diverse styles and genres, as
well as help them recognize how some of the popular genres express social and cultural tensions.
One of the main aims of this course, however, is to enable students question their own role as passive
spectators and increase their ability to watch films actively and critically.

Students
must join the class sessions on time. Should anyone miss the first ten minutes of a class, will be
marked as absent from the class. Points for active participation are assigned ONLY to the students
who actively contribute to the learning process during the sessions with joining discussions!
Volunteer work in extracurricular activities that are organized by the Department of the British
and American Studies which clearly contribute to the students' professional development such
as: lectures and workshops, career week activities, organization of open-door days, language
competitions, conferences, Olympiads, and other similar activities are fully supported!

The course consists of lectures and seminars. Both classes will be conducted in the hybrid form,
depending on the situation. For both lectures and seminars (in any form), students are supposed
to be present on time not to hinder the fluency of the teaching process. In case of the online form
of lectures and seminars, the tutor of the course will create a meeting in MS Teams to which all
students will be invited. The program of lectures and seminars will not change, but students are
required to read with comprehension the material specified for the respective week, so they can
consult the reading material. Students are not allowed to record either lectures or seminars.
Attendance:

Seminars are obligatory for all students. Students are expected to attend each class (in any form)
prepared — it means, they read the text assigned for the respective week with comprehension. During
the contact form of teaching, students are allowed to miss no more than 2 seminars and are expected
to come prepared and bring their own materials. If a student does not come/come prepared/bring
their own materials, they are marked absent. Should a student be marked absent more than 2 times,
they automatically receive a failing mark. If the form of seminars is changed from the contact to
the online form, the tutor of the course will open a meeting in MS Teams and the seminar will be
conducted online without any change of the program.

Continuous assessment:

Students will write a test covering the topics discussed in prior lectures and seminars and prepare
a presentation on a selected topic discussed during the semester. Continuous assessment is a
prerequisite for the final assessment — a written exam. Since it is a continuous assessment, there
is no retake. The minimum to pass is 65%. In the case the students fail to achieve the required
percentage in continuous assessment they will not be allowed to take part in the final exam test
and they fail the course. In the case of the online form of the test, students are expected to observe
the following regulations: The tests will be mediated via MS Teams. Students are free to choose
the preferred mobile equipment for this purpose (mobile phones, tablets, laptops, etc.) but they are
responsible for the readiness of the device to be used (technicalities, charged device, etc.). The tutor
of the course will make use of any available option to prevent students from cheating during the
test. Any identified cheating attempt will result in 0 test score and the student will be reported to
the management of the Department and the Faculty.
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Due to the COVID-19 situation, guest experts are not able to come and deliver the lectures on
psycholinguistics in the winter semester. Therefore, psycholinguistics will be taught in the summer
semester, if the situation allows. If not, students will be evaluated based on their performance in
sociolinguistics.

Due to the precautions resulting from the Covid-19 pandemic, the course will run primarily online
via MS Teams (lectures and individual classes). First and second-week classes will be contact, to
explain/clarify/discuss everything necessary (if the situation allows), the remaining weeks (3-12)
will be online (changes may apply according to the pandemic situation).

Continuous assessment:

To complete the course, students need to complete both parts of the assessment - continuous and
final. Continuous assessment requires students' active participation in each lesson (participation in
discussions based on reading required texts). Unprepared students, students who will not have read
individual texts in advance of each class, will be marked as absent. This applies to both forms of
classes - contact and online.

Part of the continuous assessment are two tests - The mid-term test covering topics 1-5 and the End-
of-term test covering topics 6-11. Each student needs to get a combined score of no less than 65%
to be allowed to take the final exam (This applies only to students who receive five credits for this
course; students receiving three credits do not need to take the final exam. For those students, the
final assessment is a combined score from the two tests).

Final assessment:

The final assessment is determined solely by students' score during the final -oral exam. The exam
will be taken during the exam period (Jan-Feb). Two retakes are possible; the most recent score
always counts.

The instructor will post exam dates in the AIS at the beginning of December, and students will sign
up for the exam well in advance in the AIS. Any registration changes have to be performed no less
than 24 hours before the exam takes place. Depending on the pandemic situation, the oral exam
will be carried out in contact classes or online.

Students who fail to achieve the required minimum on Mid-term and End-of-term tests have failed
the class and will not proceed to the final exam.

These writers and thinkers, from a number of different racial, ethnic, class, and gender positions,
will tell us stories about the key moments in American history, its triumphs and its shames, and
the continuities between its past, present, and future. The focus will be on reading a large number
of short pieces and selections from longer works rather than complete books in order to generate
a wide-ranging knowledge of American culture.

The main objective of this course is to gain familiarity with some of the recurrent aspects and terms
in American culture and how they change over time, and possess an introductory sense of some of
the critical works of American studies and how they relate to their own historical contexts.

The course has no prerequisites but it is a prerequisite to any linguistic course in the summer
semester.

The course consists of lectures and seminars. Both classes will be conducted in the hybrid form
depending on the situation. For both lectures and seminars (in any form), students are supposed to
be present on time not to hinder the fluency of the teaching process. If a student fails to attend a
lecture/seminar it is their duty to obtain the respective information from their colleagues. Students
are not allowed to record either lectures or seminars.

Lectures will be conducted in a lecture room with 280 seats. By implication, each lecture can be
attended by 140 students. In case of the contact form of teaching, the list of groups that cannot come
to the lecture will be published on the notice board on Monday morning (prior to the lecture on
Tuesday). For these students, a meeting in MS Teams will be open and the lecture will be streamed
for them. The program of lectures is specified in the table below. If the Covid situation prevents us
from the contact form of lectures, there will be a switch to the online form. In the case of the online
form of lectures, the tutor of the course will create a meeting in MS Teams to which all students will
be invited. The program of lectures will not change (see the table below) but students are required
to read with comprehension the material specified for the respective week in the third column of
the table. Consequently, during the meeting mediated by MS Teams (on the day and at the time
specified in the regular timetable) students can consult the reading material.

Seminars are obligatory for all students. Students are expected to attend each class (in any form)
prepared — it means, they read the text assigned for the respective week with comprehension. If the
form of seminars is changed from the contact to the online form, the tutor of the course will open a
meeting in MS Teams and the seminar will be conducted online without any change of the program.

The assessment of the course consists of 2 parts: the continuous assessment and final evaluation.
The continuous assessment consists of the following parts:

- 2 tests written in the weeks 8 and 13. The tests will be mediated by MS Teams. Test 1 will be
based on the topics discussed at lectures and seminars throughout the first 6 weeks of the semester.
Maximum points a student can gain is 50. Test 2 will be based on the topics discussed at lectures
and seminars in weeks 7-12. Maximum points a student can gain is 50.

The minimum to pass is 65%. It is a condition for the final exam. Since it is a continuous assessment,
there is no retake. In the case the students fail to achieve the required percentage in continuous
assessment they will not be allowed to take part in the final exam test and they fail the course.

For the final evaluation, students are supposed to participate in an exam. The exam will be in written
form. Students will be given 10 questions; each question has the value of 10 points. The form of
the exam (contact vs. online mediated by MS Teams) will be announced at the end of the semester
considering the actual Covid situation. Final evaluation grades: A 93 — 100 B 86 — 92 C 78 — 85
D 72 -77E 65—71 FX 64 and less.

In the case of the online form of any of the tests, students are expected to observe the following
regulations: The tests will be mediated via MS Teams regardless the form of classes. Students are
free to choose the preferred mobile equipment for this purpose (mobile phones, tablets, laptops,
etc.) but they are responsible for the readiness of the device to be used (technicalities, charged
device, etc.).
